	Students use predicting and questioning strategies to make meaning from texts. (1)

They recall one or two events from texts with familiar topics. (2)

They understand that there are different types of texts and that these can have similar characteristics. (3)

They identify connections between texts and their personal experience. (4)

They read short predictable texts with familiar vocabulary and supportive images, drawing on their developing knowledge of concepts about print and sound and letters. (5)

They identify the letters of the English alphabet and use the sounds represented by most letters. (6)
	Students understand the different purposes of texts. (1)

They make connections to personal experience when explaining characters and main events to describe characters and events. (2)

Students read aloud, with developing fluency and intonation, short texts with some unfamiliar vocabulary, simple and compound sentences and supportive images. (3)

When reading, they use knowledge of sounds and letters, high frequency words, sentence boundary punctuation and directionality to make meaning. (4)

They recall key ideas and recognise literal and implied meaning in texts. (5)
	Students understand how similar texts share characteristics by identifying text structures and language features used to describe characters, settings and events. (1)

They read texts that contain varied sentence structures, some unfamiliar vocabulary, a significant number of high frequency sight words and images that provide additional information. (2)

They monitor meaning and self-correct using context, prior knowledge, punctuation, language and phonic knowledge. (3)

They identify literal and implied meaning, main ideas and supporting detail. Students make connections between texts by comparing content. (4)
